Transport application. There you can also find out the status of charging. By September 9, 2021, the charging
session is free for motorists. It is also noted that at least 50 fast charging stations will appear in the city by the
end of the year.

How much will Moscow pay for electric charging stations?

Moscow will compensate private investors for the costs of technologically connecting electric charging
stations for electric vehicles to city networks. The amount of compensation for connecting one station will be
50%, but not more than RUB2 million. Moscow Mayor Sergei Sobyanin announced this on his channel in the
MAX messenger on October 9, 2025.
